The students oppose plans by the Doer government to lift the tuition fee freeze, and are instead calling for lower tuition fees for all students, and concrete federal and provincial measures to improve Aboriginal students’ access to education.

Students are calling on the Manitoba Government to keep up with the times, pointing out that Aboriginal, low-income and middle-income students all need lower fees and more grants.
