Move In Day: Step By Step

Follow these steps, and you’ll avoid headaches come September 3rd!

Move-In Day marks the first day of orientation Week, on Saturday, September 3rd, 2011 (10a.m.- 1:00pm). This is when residence students enter res. Note: if you arrive after 1 pm. Please go to the Front Desk of Alexandra Hall. 

STEP 1: Find parking in designated Bay or Alex Hall locations (Frosh leaders at the King’s driveway will direct you). 

STEP 2: Proceed to Prince Hall (located inside the Arts and Administration building) to register. Just follow the signs! Please visit all the stations listed below.


Station 1. Registration (receive registration package, room keys, academic gown & complete necessary paperwork). 


Station 2. Purchase Frosh Pack, which is your ticket to all orientation week activities. Purchase of Frosh Pack is optional, but highly encouraged.


Station 3. Pick up your DalCard student ID and Metro Bus Pass. You will need a government-issued photo ID (e.g. drivers license, passport, etc.) in order to receive your DalCard. SEND YOUR PHOTO IN FIRST!  If you send in your photo early, your ID will be ready to pick up on move-in day.  Otherwise, you will have to go over to the DalCard office, wait in a massive line, and it just won’t be any fun.  At all.  Just visit http://www.ancillaries.dal.ca for information about submitting your photo in advance. 

Station 4. (OPTIONAL) Proceed to Bursar’s office on the 2nd floor of the Arts and Administration Building to pay your residence fees and/ or to change your residence meal plan. Should you wish to opt-down your residence meal plan, you must do so by September 23rd. ALL residence fees are due on or before Spetember 24th.


Station 5. FYP students should pick up their FYP handbooks from the FYP office, 3rd floor, New Academic Building.

STEP 3: Unload all your things into your residence room. Our rockin’ frosh leaders would love to help you.

STEP 4: Remove your vehicle. Once you have successfully completed your move into your residence room, please move your car off-campus to provide other students and their families with a place to park while they unload. Alternate parking is available on the nearby residential streets or at the National Research Council parking areas, located off Castine Way, behind the Bays. Removing you vehicle promptly will allow other students to move in as well!
